Pastoral Column

At the end of today’s Gospel reading, Luke tells a story about a fig
tree that has been barren for three years. The owner wants to cut it
down because he has given up hope that it will ever bear fruit. The
gardener — the one who cares for the tree, and the one who knows
the value of nurturing and tending to living things — asks for one
more year to cultivate and fertilize the tree. Then, if it doesn’t bear
fruit, he says the owner can cut it down. The gardener still has hope
that the tree will bear fruit. The gardener still sees value in that tree.
The gardener believes that the HOPE that lies within the tree is
worth his effort to cultivate and fertilize it.

I have a huge garden, and | love to help things grow and to watch
them flourish. Periodically, there is a plant or tree that does not bear
much, if any, fruit. | have been known to let it grow in hopes that it
will eventually bear fruit. | tend to give the plant the benefit of the
doubt. I’m pretty sure | learned this from my dad and my uncle. We
once had an apple tree that had been battered by storms...hit by
lightning a few times, twisted by strong winds. Eventually it got to
the point where there was only one branch still alive and it was
beginning to sag. My dad refused to cut the tree down because “it
was still alive” and my uncle helped my dad build a brace that held
up that branch for many years before one final storm ended the
tree’s life. It did not bear any useful fruit in the final years of life,
but every spring the branch still sent out beautiful and fragrant
blossoms.

As | prayed over today’s Gospel, and was reminded of this tree and
other “fruitless” plants I’ve tended over the years, | was struck by
the fact that | don’t always give people the same courtesy | give my
plants. | tend to believe in the goodness of all humanity, but there
have been times over the years that | have “given up” on certain
people.

If you are anything like me, it is sometimes hard to keep giving
people chances when the continuously mess up, especially when
their mistakes hurt people you love. That means there are people |
sometimes want to “cut down” like the owner wanted to cut down
the fig tree. This Lent, | have been praying about the ways | can
“tend” these people, ways that | can cultivate and fertilize them. |
am praying that I can live in the belief that the HOPE that lies
within these people is worth my effort to cultivate and fertilize
them.

I encourage you all to join me in this effort. Let us pray to always
look with hope at ALL people, especially those that most need
cultivating and fertilizing. AND, | pray that other people will grant
me the same patient “tending” when | am the person whose fruit is
not so evident.
